I do not like
to share posts about exhibits that people did

that instead of sending me a press release
you can just post info about an exhibit on
Facebook - you are mistaken. I would think
that fact would be clear to a few folks by
now, but I always seem to be wrong about
what people can figure out on their own.
Press releases need to be sent to (info@
carolinaarts.com) before deadline - that’s
the 24th of the month before your exhibit
begins. Inviting me to come see exhibits
won’t work either. I’m not in the business of
coming to exhibits, I’'m in the business of let-
ting the public know what they can go see.”
Now that being said, I would say Face-
book is good for some things, but not a great
medium for details. Since I don’t always
have time to look at the hundreds of posts
that show up on my feed - sometimes on an
hourly basis - it’s not fair to use it as a way
of gathering info. At least that’s the case for
me and the production of Carolina Arts.
Facebook works great for the people op-
erating it, but not so good for those who use
it. It is not a user-friendly device. Plus, they
don’t let me see all the posts of my “friends”
and they don’t let all my “friends” see the
posts I make - without paying a pretty price.

This month we’re adding something new
for those out there interested in pottery and
the people who make it.

The Tales of a Red Clay Rambler podcast
features interviews with artists and culture
makers from around the world. We’ll high-
light those featuring artists of the Carolinas.

The Latest on the Missing Bust of Gian
Carlo Menotti

As arecap - the City of Charleston, SC,
has lost or misplaced a bust of Gian Carlo
Menotti, founder of the Spoleto Festivals in
Italy and the US, given to them in 1987. We
have now learned that the current value of
the work created by Charles Parks of Dela-
ware is estimated to be about $30,000.

I’'m sure if someone working at the City
had misplaced $30,000 or embezzled that
amount of money - heads would be rolling.

I’'m no stranger to how the City of
Charleston misplaces money involving the
arts. Back in 1989, after Hurricane Hugo hit
Charleston, the National Endowment for the
Arts gave the City of Charleston a good deal
of money to help the art community in the
Charleston area recover. A few years after
the recovery had taken place I learned from
a source that the City was still holding on to
$100,000 of the money.

After contacting the NEA I learned that
that was illegal and the City needed to
match that money and disperse it or give it

back.

After that the City and their friends at the
Post and Courier tried to “kill” the mes-
senger. Mayor Joe Riley decided to blame
me for spoiling the plans they had for that
money and returned it to the NEA, deny-
ing the art community of further funding. I
don’t know if he was too angry or what, but
Mayor Joe Riley, who is supposed to be a
big supporter of the arts, didn’t make any ef-
fort to get the needed matching funds. So his
decision cost the art community $200,000
of funding. I wonder if his friends at the
Charleston Symphony ever knew about that?

Arts funding by the City of Charleston is
a bit of a mystery. Not many in the art com-
munity, except those who receive funding,
know much about the process - the who,
what, where and why of it.

I just hope the City recovers that $30,000
work of art soon. I'd hate to still be talking
about this by the time the Spoleto Festival
USA rolls into town in May - or through
2015. But I will until they find it or come up
with a logical explanation as to what hap-
pened to it.

I Hate February

First of all it’s the spelling. Who’s idea
was it to throw in that “r”’?

Second, it always seems to snow or ice
up during that month, but the third reason is
the worst - it only has 29 days every fourth
year. And that’s not enough days to produce
anewspaper for all that comes in March.

March is the month when the visual art
community in the Carolinas come alive.
And, it has 31 days - like all months should.

Actually I wish April and September had
about 35 days to give us time to produce the
May and October issues.

So last month, we here at Carolina Arts
suffered from all three - the funky spelling,
an ice storm which knocked out power for
24 hours and Internet service for almost 36
hours - with only 28 days to work with.

That’s just not fair.

So here’s my deal - I’ll give the pow-
ers that be shorter months in July, August,
December, and January - for longer months
in February, April and September. Deal?

The Charleston Museum in Charleston,

SC, Offers Exhibit Focused on the Purse

The Charleston Museum in Charleston,
SC, continues its accessories exhibition
series with Fashion Accessories: Purses.
On exhibit now through Apr. 27,2014, the
exhibit features over two hundred years of
handbag history. Many reflect the popular-
ity of the times, such as the colorful beaded
bags of the 1830s, the delicate mesh bags of
the 1920s or the sturdy framed bags of the
early 20th century.

The handbag or purse is one of the most
essential fashion accessories for women
past and present. Indeed, women and men
have carried bags for various purposes for
centuries. Not constrained by the need to
“fit” a part of the body, these bags have
ranged from small to large, delicate to

sturdy, and plain to ornamental. Earlier bags
were homemade, made through personal
creativity or by following directions and
patterns in ladies’ fashion magazines, while
later bags were purchased from fine cloth-
ing and accessory stores in Charleston or in
fashionable destinations such as Paris.

Fashion Accessories: Purses features
handbags, purses and reticules from the
Charleston Museum textile collections.
Some have a very specific purpose, such as
tiny coin purses or a tobacco pouch, while
others are much less practical in nature.
Some of the earliest examples in the exhibit
are an embroidered satin bag, c. 1795, made
by Margaret Dick Burgess of Williamsburg,
SC, and a three-sided satin tobacco pouch,
embroidered with strawberries, roses and a
verse, “The Best Wishes of a Friend Attend
Thee”, made in the early 19th century.

Knitted and crocheted bags gained
popularity throughout the 19th century, as
exemplified by a finely knitted bag, 1812,
probably made by Mary Alsop of Con-
necticut and a red and black knitted entrelac
purse with metal frame, from the later 19th
century. Entrelac has recently returned to
the fashion scene for use in purses, hats and
other fine knitted goods. Beaded bags were
popular throughout the century.

The 20th century brought practical, yet
pretty purses to the fore. A red velvet purse
with leather side and bottom gussets, from
the early 20th century, is sturdy and roomy,
but still luxurious in its use of velvet. The
1920s saw the popularization of metal or
mesh bags, such as a Gloria bracelet bag,
1920s, made of Lustro Pearl or pearlized
mesh by the Mandalian Mfg. Co. The
century wraps up with flamboyant design
by Charleston designer Mary Norton. The
ostrich feather bag is entitled Breakfast at
Tiffany’s and it retailed under Norton’s Moo
Roo / Charleston label at her shop at 316
King Street.

The Charleston Museum, founded in
1773, is America’s first museum. It is a
501(c)(3) nonprofit organization located
along Charleston’s Museum Mile. Hold-
ing the most extensive collection of South
Carolina cultural and scientific collections
in the nation, it also owns two National
Historic Landmark houses, the Heyward-
Washington House (1772) and the Joseph
Manigault House (1803), as well as the Dill
Sanctuary, a 580-acre wildlife preserve.

Corrigan Gallery in Charleston, SC,
Features Works by Judy Hintz Cox

Corrigan Gallery in Charleston, SC, will
present The Tao of Stillness, featuring the
first Charleston solo show of works by Judy
Hintz Cox, on view from Mar. 5 - 31,2014,
A reception will be held on Mar. 7, from
5-8pm.

Cox moved to Charleston almost three
years ago. She has been painting for well
over 30 years and shows her work across
the country. She began painting in South
Anmerica after serving in the Peace Corps
with her first shows being in Peru and
Brazil.

Cox returned to school to gain a de-
gree in studio arts from the University of
Maryland. Her influences have been many
but DeKooning and Rothko are standouts.
Her abstract works are minimalist moments
accomplished as she calls it by “a process of
claiming and rejecting.” This sounds like a
simple description of life, a process perhaps
we could all adapt more completely. With
oil and encaustic and sometimes a resin top
layer, Cox just naturally expresses some-
thing about and that touches the human
psyche.

As the artist says, “The longer I have
worked as an artist, the more I have stripped
away form. [ have always attempted to give
breath to my work and I believe space al-
lows a painting to breathe. My paintings are
minimal. The form and color are simplified.
The works are reduced to what is essential.
T use a lot of white paint which increases
space due to its lightness. Most of the forms
are painted with black keeping my palette
monochromatic. Sometimes I add a splash
of another color with the intent of giving the
viewer eye movement.”

“My paintings are about making the
painting ‘work’, adds Cox. “There is no
deep inner meaning. I place forms within
the painting without crowding the space. I
wish for my works of art to give the viewer
surprises when observing the pieces. The
paintings are filled with many undercoats

of lines and scrapes that bleed into the final
completion of the piece. If there is any
meaning it is for the viewer to feel a sense
of stillness.”

“The mediums I use are oil and encaus-
tic. I build up the canvas with multiple
layers giving the piece a lot of texture.
Though the paintings are minimal, their
execution is expressive. I start with pencil
drawings. Next, I coat the entire canvas
with melted encaustic. I then add white oil
paint to a thick encaustic paste and using a
great deal of movement, rapidly paint the
canvas with large brushes. The forms are
painted with thick black paint. These forms
are often scraped off. I dig into the canvas
giving extra simple lines which will carry
the viewer’s eye to another section of the
piece.”

Cox states, “I live for art and love the
quote by Picasso: ‘Art washes away from
the soul the dust of everyday life.” Taking
amoment to view creativity whether it is
in nature or displayed for a viewer, gives
breath to life.”

“I decided to use a dry brushed oil
technique in the making of my drawings for

this exhibition,” says Linda Fantuzzo. “My
thoughts for loved ones, whom I wish to
commemorate in these drawings, were not
clearly formed in my mind and this method
enabled me to work in a manner of stream
of consciousness.

ics. After seeing the works of the Madoura
potters at a crafts fair in 1946, he asked
Georges and Suzanne Ramie, owners of

the studio, to provide him with the opportu-
nity to work with ceramics. The workshop
system they established - where the artist

is paired with highly trained assistants to
produce finished works - was a familiar

one to Picasso who had similar experi-
ences working in printmaking and sculpture
workshops. For the next 25 years, he closely
collaborated with Madoura, producing his
own thrown pieces as well as the edition
ceramics seen in this exhibit. Picasso’s
involvement in the edition ceramics varied
by piece. He sometimes made the clay
molds used for the designs, at other times he
painted plates or pitchers that subsequently
served as models for the editions. Picasso
and Madoura’s artisans then finished the
prototypes and the editions were produced.

Picasso and the Madoura studio pro-
duced 633 different plates, bowls, vases and
pitchers in limited editions ranging from 25
to 500. The works in the exhibition come
primarily from the collection of Marvin
Rosenbaum of Boca Raton, FL. Rosen-
baum has been collecting Picasso ceramics
for more than 40 years and has become a
well-respected expert in the field, possess-
ing more than 100 pieces in his collection.
He has traveled to Vallauris, France, to visit
the Madoura Pottery workshop to acquire
works and to meet with Alan Ramie, the son
of the workshop’s founders.

The exhibition was curated by Gerald
Nordland, noted author and independent
curator, and former director of the San
Francisco Art Museum, the Milwaukee Art
Museum, and the Wight Gallery, UCLA.

Each of the pieces in his “Af-
finity Series” exhibit a sense of spontaneous
gravitation whether it be to a central core or
to other objects in a grouping. The precise
patterns on the surface are inspired by the
piece’s color and are often carved into areas
that will reveal the most optics and have the
highest visual impact.

Collected by Joan Byrd & George Rector

Pottery from the private collection of
Joan Byrd and George Rector will be on
display through Friday, May 9,2014, at
the Fine Art Museum at Western Carolina
University. An artist’s talk and reception is
set for Mar. 20, beginning at Spm.

The exhibit, including pieces by some
of the world’s most celebrated potters, co-
incides with the conclusion of Byrd’s long
career as a professor of ceramics at WCU.

A Few Words From Down Under
The Arty Party

by Judith McGrath, first run in our De-
cember 2005 issue

On t’other side of my island continent,
a shining city offers a bi-annual art fair.
Just about every fine art gallery in this
broad brown land spends big bucks to rent
a stall, package and transport art works
to the venue, and send a staff member to-
gether with one of their stable artists to the
spectacular. The reputation of this art fair
is known far and wide and draws savvy art
appreciators and collectors from around
the nation and abroad. Any artist who
has their work shown there is considered
either a sure thing or an emerging talent to
be watched by the world.

The majority of this country’s popula-
tion is located on the east coast so it’s easy
for them to access the fair but it’s difficult
and extremely expensive for those of us
on the western side of the continent to
attend. In response to this situation, my
town attempted to attract a similar audi-
ence to our own Art Fair during the ‘off’
years. After repeated efforts the event
failed, as few connoisseurs were tempted
to make the trip west. Not to be deterred,
the locals borrowed a different idea from
afar and a more insular and self-absorbed
alternative was planned.

This year saw the inauguration of a
new state-wide art extravaganza. It de-
clared the four-week period from mid Oc-
tober to mid November (springtime Down
Under) to be a celebration of art and craft
practitioners who live, and produce their
work, in the West. It was requested that
during this time period galleries exhibit
only works by local artists, art/craft prac-
titioners open their studios to the public
on weekends, major corporations display
their art collections in building foyers,
and retail shops provide window space for
installation work. It was a fantastic idea.

The team of organizers, led by a highly
efficient out-of-towner, did a great job
contacting all the right officials in the art,
business, financial, and political circles.

Table of Contents

Grants were secured, market research-

ers found a snappy name for the project
and the obligatory mission statement was
penned; one that stressed the importance
of the visual arts in society and how it
impacts on both the cultural and economic
vitality of the wider community. It was
well promoted within the art community
and scores of practitioners lined up to be
a part of the month long event. They were
on a roll! Posters and pamphlets were
printed and distributed to all participants,
a website was designed, the event’s of-
ficial launch was scheduled and it was
attended by all the art, business, financial,
and political big wigs. At the gala evening
it was stated that ‘over 2000 artists and
more then 200 venues’ were committed
to participate in the inaugural month long
celebration of Art. Ta da! Job done! Con-
gratulations all around.

Then reality hit. The pamphlets had
to be at the printer months prior to the
event’s commencement so when they
were published and distributed they were
virtually redundant. Some participants
registered too late to be included in the
pamphlet while some planned events that
were listed never came to fruition. The
website was put on-line behind schedule
and not updated weekly as anticipated.
Other then the back slapping opening
night, scant was seen in print or heard on
the airwaves about the ongoing celebra-
tion.

The four weeks have come and gone.
Although I knew about the project from
its birth (I sit on the periphery of the art
circle) few others knew of it before, dur-
ing or after the event. I believe there was
some publicity in mid October but I must
have missed that addition of the news-
paper. I read reviews of art exhibitions
during the month but none mentioned if
the show being discussed was part of the
project or not. (Most commercial gal-
leries are booked years in advance and
many had the designated time slot already
locked in with an interstate artist.) I did
see in my weekly community newspaper
that a local artist had her studio open to

the public on the weekend. Unfortunately
the issue came out after the fact.

When I first spoke to the organiz-
ers, I was told the purpose of the project
was primarily to attract attention to, and
inform the public at large about, the visual
arts; to break down the barrier between
Artist and Appreciator; to showcase the
diversity of creative talent that is practiced
in the cities, country towns and regional
areas in this State. The object was to
demonstrate to all and sundry, but mostly
to the uninitiated, that fine art is more then
just expensive items displayed in fancy
galleries or sold for big bucks at well-
publicised auctions; that craft involves the
controlled manipulation of different media
into many forms that can be functional
or purely decorative; that visual artists
are ordinary working people, often with
families to support, and their output is
an important part of our culture and life
style. It was a great concept but they were
preaching to the converted. The project
saw organizers take giant steps within
their own bureaucracy while the wider
community took only a few baby steps
toward understanding art and artists.

The lesson that needs to be learned at
the close of this project is how it cel-
ebrated ‘organization’ more then art. The
concept was to collect a group of artists
and take them toward the single goal of
getting their art out to the public. But the
organizers were so involved with ‘col-
lecting’ they lost sight of the end zone.

They failed to achieve their initial aim,
which was to ‘attract attention and inform
the public’. Although the project did
showcase the diversity of talent, more
thanks go to the individual artists who

did it themselves then the organizers who
couldn’t draw a conclusion, much less
paint a picture of reality, or carve a swathe
through hyperbole.

All too often, professional organizers
get their rewards at the start of a project
instead of the end. If they had to wait for
a calculation of outcomes before counting
their income, perhaps they would do more
to maintain a continued interest in an
event while it is current. I suppose the bit
that really rankles is when the final report
on this project is delivered to the powers-
that-be it will be so rosy even those with-
out hay fever will find their eyes watering.

Newberry College in Newberry, SC,

Hannah Poe received her BFA from the
University of North Carolina, an M.ed from
Lander University, and has participated
in the Professional Pottery Program at
Piedmont Tec in Edgefield, SC, as well as
workshops at Penland School of Crafts in
NC.

Work by Robert Poe

Robert Poe’s work has always been
experimental with compositional ideas and
abstract subject matter. “I keep trying to
surprise myself”, he said. His paintings deal
with formal abstract concepts - color, line
quality, composition, yet his brushstrokes
are often loose, emotionally charged and
hint at an almost systematic geometry at
the same time. There exists an internal
dichotomy in his paintings, but to the art-
ist’s credit, far from being disturbing, it is
pleasing. These marks that construct the
image float in the centers of the canvases

leaving space around them to find their own
boarders, freeing the artist from the discrete
edge of a stretched canvas. His photographs
share some of the same concerns for color,
texture, and formal abstract composition
that one sees in his paintings.

Hannah Poe’s found object sculptures
reveal a high degree of sensitivity to the
formal relationship between color and
form as well as very refined craftsmanship.
Her work is elegant. These found objects
are arranged and joined in such a way that
makes every element feel as though they
had always been together or were intrinsi-
cally meant to share the very space that they
occupy in the sculpture. It is her eye for this
connectedness of forms that produces har-
mony in her pieces. “Having always drawn
and loved color, I am usually working on
some idea, but the challenges of creating
in 3 dimensions propels me into the actual
activity. I cannot think my way through it; I
must actually do it! What could be better?,”
says Hannah Poe,

Interestingly enough, there is only a sub-
dued kinship in the artistic concerns of this
husband and wife couple and so the joint
show, however remarkably refined, includes
a great deal of variety.

Swanson became familiar
with many artists in the Southeast during
her tenure as Gallery Director of Bus Stop
and also began her journey as a bonefide
artist herself. The Gallery business is time
consuming and counter productive to an
artist’s own work so the end of the Bus Stop
era came about following four years of suc-
cessful exhibitions.

Work by Jan Swan

Swanson claims the niche of a self-taught
artist working in oils. While the artist has no
official degree in art, she has taken drawing
and painting classes at the University of
South Carolina, Columbia College, Ander-
son Ranch, Arrowmont School of Arts &
Crafts and Penland School of Arts & Crafts
thus bolstering her self-taught status to one
with cumulative skills garnered from artists
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Work by Jan Swanson

and teachers along her journey and discov-
ery of the making of art.

Swanson is represented by Camellia Art
Gallery in Hilton Head Island, SC, and also
sells work out of Slate interiors in Charlotte,
NC. This is her first gallery affiliated exhibi-
tion in Columbia since the close of Bus
Stop. Her inclusion in exhibitions at Gallery
80808 in Columbia has been with a group
of artist friends and set the scene for this
exhibit. Swanson’s painting, “Barney in the
Shadows,” was the first place winner in the
Mixed Media Division at the 2013 South
Carolina State Fair.

Swanson’s work shows her ability to own
her style not merely emulate others around
her. She has carefully developed a palette
and composition skills that reflect in all of
her work regardless of subject matter. The
diversity of subject matter increases interest
and offers the viewer constant musings of
what and why. Swanson does not rest with
her pursuit giving the art aficionados an ap-
petite for more of her work.

Swanson comments, “My paintings are
developed from things I see or remember
from childhood. Many times what I start
with doesn’t look remotely like what I end
up with, but the layers that develop are
appealing to me. My paintings usually are
of things that aren’t quite right (like me).
Sometimes the spots fall off of a dress or the
shutters fall off a house or the flowers fall
out of a vase or a string of pearls falls apart.
I don’t know why I do this, but I guess it
comes from way back somewhere!”

Her work includes images
taken on assignment for NGM’s feature on
the teenage brain and culture in the United
States.

Jodi Cobb has worked in over 65
countries and produced 30 National Geo-
graphic magazine stories, including the
acclaimed “21st-Century Slaves.” Cobb
was the only photographer to penetrate the
geisha world, which resulted in her Pulit-
zer Prize-nominated book, “Geisha: The
Life, the Voices, the Art.” She was also the
first photographer to document the hidden
lives of the women of Saudi Arabia and
among the first to travel across China
when it reopened to the West. She has
received numerous accolades, including
repeated honors from the National Press
Photographers Association, Pictures of the
Year and World Press Photo as well as the
2012 Missouri Honor Medal for Distin-
guished Service in Journalism. Cobb was
the first woman to be named White House
Photographer of the Year.

Diane Cook is a leading landscape
photographer whose work is in numer-
ous collections, including the Museum
of Fine Arts, Houston; the San Francisco
Museum of Modern Art; the Museum of
Photographic Arts in San Diego; and the
L.A. County Museum in Los Angeles.
Cook often works collaboratively with
her husband, Len Jenshel. Their National
Geographic magazine stories have cov-
ered New York’s elevated park, the High
Line; Mount St. Helens; Green Roofs; the
Na’Pali Coast of Hawaii; the US-Mexico
border; and Grand Staircase-Escalante Na-
tional Monument.

Carolyn Drake is the recipient of a
Guggenheim Fellowship, a Fulbright Fel-
lowship, the Lange Taylor Documentary
Prize, and a World Press Photo award, and
she was a finalist for the Santa Fe Prize.
She has spent years documenting the cul-
tures of Central Asia and life in western
China’s Uygur region.

A Knight Fellow and passionate
advocate for visual arts education, Lynn
Johnson has covered a wide range of
assignments for the magazine, producing
images for 21 stories on subjects includ-
ing vanishing languages and challenges
facing human populations in Africa and
Asia. Johnson has also participated in
photo camps in Chad, Botswana and the
Pine Ridge reservation. She has received
several awards, including the Robert F.

Beverly Joubert is a National Geo-
graphic Explorer-in-Residence, film-
maker, photographer, and co-founder of
the Big Cats Initiative. Together with her
husband, Dereck, she has been document-
ing the plight of African wildlife for more
than 30 years. Her images have appeared
in more than 100 magazines worldwide,
and the Jouberts have co-authored several
books and scientific papers. They have
produced more than 25 television docu-
mentaries, and their 2011 feature film
“The Last Lions” reached more than 350
million people worldwide. Their films

The Jouberts were inducted into
the American Academy of Achieve-
ment, and for their conservation work in
Botswana they received the Presidential
Order of Merit.

Erika Larsen studies cultures with
strong ties to nature. She published a 2009
story in the magazine on the Sami reindeer
herders of Scandinavia, an assignment
which grew out of her own documentary
work for which she lived and worked
within the culture for over four years.
Larsen received a BFA and an MFA from
Rochester Institute of Technology and is
the recipient of a Fulbright Fellowship
and a New Jersey State Arts Council Fel-
lowship.

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art in
Charlotte, NC, is presenting Mario Botta:
Architecture and Memory, an exhibition
which spans the career of acclaimed archi-
tect Mario Botta, on view through July 25,
2014.

Considered one of the century’s most
fundamental contributors to postmodern
classicism, Swiss architect Mario Botta is
respected particularly for his sensitivity to
regional vernacular and to the building’s re-
lationship with the land. He is the designer
of the Bechtler Museum of Modern Art and
the San Francisco Museum of Modern Art —
the only commissions he has accepted in the
United States. Botta’s body of work ranges
from private residences in the Swiss Alps to
urban projects in Europe and Asia.

Botta is among the most noted architects
on an international scale. His reputation
and status have long been established
throughout the rest of the world by the great
number and wide variety of commissions
the 70-year-old architect has received in the
last 50 years throughout Europe and most
recently Asia. He is considered one of the
world’s foremost architects of churches and
museums.

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art is
the only US venue for this engaging exhibi-
tion that highlights the designs for some of
Botta’s significant museums, libraries, the-
aters and religious spaces. Over the last de-
cades, Botta has focused on creating major
public buildings worldwide. The exhibition
features sketches, original wood models and
photographs for 30 of these projects.

Included in this
Encounters section are artworks from the
Bechtler collection created by artists who
have inspired Botta such as Alberto Gia-
cometti, Jean Tinguely, Alexander Calder
and Pablo Picasso.

“This exhibition is a celebration of the
Bechtler building as the single largest object
in our collection,” said John Boyer, Bechtler
Museum of Modern Art President and CEO.
“It is a reminder of the powerful unique-

ness of this commission in the United States
and an acknowledgement of the important
relationship between architecture and other
forms of art.”

The show’s title, Architecture and
Memory, addresses what Botta says are
inseparable elements in that the transforma-
tions wrought by architecture become part
of the human landscape. Botta’s buildings
interpret modern culture while evoking the
memory of the land.

Botta’s buildings respect topographical
conditions, regional factors and building
materials. His designs bear the stamp of
respect for craftsmanship and are often
ruled by an underlying geometric principle.
Though he occasionally uses steel and glass
in visible quantities, Botta is truly an archi-
tect of stone, brick and concrete. He uses
geometric shapes to juxtapose lightness and
weight.

Botta’s work, as described in The New
York Times, “‘eschews the slickness and the
sleekness of so much late modernism. His
material is masonry, not glass or steel, and
he uses it to create buildings that are firm,
self-assured essays in geometry.”

The exhibition will be supplemented by a
roster of public and educational programs as
well as a catalogue.

Mario Botta: Architecture and Memory
was organized by Mario Botta and is based
on the exhibition Mario Botta Architecture
1960-2010, which was on view Sept. 11,
2010 through Jan. 23,2011 at the Museum
of Modern and Contemporary Art in Trento
and Rovereto, Italy.

‘Woodward-Detrich, functional ceramics;
Anderson Wrangle, photography; and Val-
erie Zimany, ceramic sculpture.

In the past four years Clemson art faculty
have exhibited, published and presented
over 120 emerging and renowned venues.
Greg Shelnutt, chair of the art department
and participating faculty in the exhibition,
describes the role of the Visual Arts faculty
as both “creative researchers” and “life-
long learners,”

*“...some of us cross landscapes and
waterways, while others explore digital
realms; some of us traverse metaphorical
institutional realms, while others explore
interior, conceptual, and metaphorical
spaces and objects: real, imagined, and
fabricated. However, one significant shared
locale unites all these artists: the institution.
We are all artist-educators...developing new
ways of seeing, new ways of understanding,
and ultimately, new ways of being,” said
Shelnutt.

Printmaking Alumni Distinguished
Professor of Art, Sydney Cross, fabricates
her collaged imagery from gathered images
found in media and contemporary culture.
The iconic selections from art, fashion, in-
terior design, and advertisement create and
intriguing juxtapositions of pattern, color,
text, and imagery. Architectural structures
overlay a snarling wild animal; the human
figure meets upholstered patterns; a jewelry
ad borders images of fossilized aquatic life
(all of which she refers to as a reference of
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cultural strata), coincidentally resulting in

a posed societal criticism. The work is an
alluring stimulation the viewer must indulge
in and it rewards with the shadows of sub-
liminal implications.

David Detrich’s wall mount installations,
paradoxical and ironic, open a “dialogue
of opposition.” These conjoined spheres of
indistinguishable tangibility are cropped
and magnified to abstraction: posing more
questions than propositions. While the ac-
tion of the work maybe industrial or esoteric
and the references, biological, landscape,
innovation, or the ethereal, these obscured
lenses of hieroglyphic narratives are made
congruous in their adjacency.

Carly Drew’s large scale drawings
portray a land’s personal history and native
context echoed in the waves of rolling rural
landscape that the artist points out is ever
changing due to agriculture, the economy,
industry, and domestication. Drew portrays
this erosion and evolution with translucent
layers of meticulous line work, rendering
the acreage in a way that taps into memory,
emotion, and the raw beauty of a landscape.

Christina Nguyen Hung’s new media
work “tweaks the methodologies of sci-
ence,” by intervening in the process of
sampled data analytics to create a visceral
image— in its most literal sense. Grue-
some, pinned and piled butterflies or the
microscopic view of blood cells containing
a message wiped clean in the droplets of
hemoglobin “represent how cultural and
scientific knowledge systems are inextrica-
bly bound.”

Joey Manson’s public sculptures spiral
like gears caught in a static still, placed pre-
cariously in a natural or open urban space.
The industrial materials link the notion of
“constructed environment and systems ecol-
ogy.” The work both buds and vines, as well
as pump and churn, like the moving parts of
amachine.

Todd McDonald’s painting of cool, deep
hues and architectural lines straddle the line

continued above on next column to the right
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between the transience of virtual reality
and the tangible in a complex rendition of
deep space containing stitched and seamed
imagery of penetrable portals, thresholds,
and passageways. He examines the ways in
which “contemporary visual rhetoric” has
changed due to new technologies that open
the door to radically complex image con-
struction which effecting the way in which
we perceive and shape the ever morphing
visual culture of our time. Through paint-
ing, McDonald uses a traditional medium
to present a captured still of this notion of
virtual place in a precise and utopian pro-
duction that hums like neon in the night.

Kathleen Thum’s drawings personify a
network of pipe like lines of mixed media
and color that funnel through and snake
around clustered earthen forms. These com-
plex and intertwined systems suggest both
man-made industry and organic structures;
both the functional and dysfunctional; and
both the build up of topical layers and the
inner workings of the enigmatic “subsur-
face.”

Denise Woodward Detrich’s ceramic
work is an investigation of the “layered
knowledge gained through the accumulated
knowledge of the utility” of the common
inanimates, capable of defining who we
are when we intersect with them. Her stout
vases and whimsical large spouted tea-
pots of natural rust and cool glazes posses
textural references of wood grains, foliage,
the aquatic, and thumb prints. These unique
layers suggest a personality exposed as if
chipped away for the sake of raw honesty
of the object’s characterized integrity and
history of use.

Anderson Wrangle’s romanticized pho-
tography is softly lit and sweetly textured.
The natural objects captured teeter, balance,
and hang by a thread in a quiet but daring
construction of the object’s personification.
From the sheen of a dozen icicles to the sea-

soned grain of wood, every minute detail is
given reverence. The “non-utilitarian” nar-
rative represents the relationship between
the hand, the mind, the object, and the
sincere gesture that makes it all relevant.

Valerie Zimany’s ceramic, biomorphic
sculptures drip with saturated, candied color
and glint with the fine detailed narrative
motifs that reference both American and
Japanese historical legacy and contempo-
rary culture. Combining the glazing overlay
processes of both heritages; she touches
upon issues of power, status, and com-
moditization in a dynamic, animated, and
illustrious assemblage of imagery. Delicate
porcelain, bold in iconography, the viewer
is unsure of whether, when closely examin-
ing the work, to hold their breath in gentle
precaution, or shield them as the wildly
animated characters threaten to bubble,
burst, and explode.

Greg Shelnutt’s featured sculpture in the
show, Hand Craft of Guilt, is the product of
a Penland School of Crafts summer work-
shop. The wooden armature ties together
Buddhist symbolism of the wheel and the
River Ganges reverence for fire. The work,
raw in material and set on a pedestal, looks
like an artifact that is preserved and set forth
for education. Playing upon the icon of the
chariot as well as the simplicity of a child’s
toy, Shelnutt uses the stripped, carved, and
whittled wood to pose new metaphorical
weight that references Freudian complexes.

One of the most important elements of a
visual arts exhibition is hearing the artists
discuss their intellectual pursuits and inspi-
rations motivating their creative research.
A talk will be at 2:30pm, Thursday, Mar. 6,
with Detrich, Shelnutt and Thum.

In her work
red line drawings are sandwiched between
layers of acrylic paint, oil pastels and grease
pencil, and slavic embroidery patterns are
highlighted by passionate copper accents.

These glass negatives then were recycled to
build greenhouses, but as the years went by,
the sun’s rays burned the imagery from the
glass and the images were lost.

In this installation Wilmington pho-
tographer Harry Taylor re-imagines these
fabled greenhouses, inspired by how these
structures may have appeared during Re-
construction. The greenhouse features 300
of Taylor’s glass plate images which invoke
Brady’s Civil War photography and the his-
tory of the Cape Fear region.

Taylor is a fine art photographer based in
Wilmington. He mainly works in the Wet
Plate Collodion process which involves
large format cameras, up to 16x20 and on-
site procession in a portable darkroom. His
work explores the American South and the
Civil War. Taylor’s work has been featured
in Garden and Gun, Our State, Coastal
Living and most recently in an intimate
portrayal of the novelist Allan Gurganus in
Oxford American.

Influenced by Pop Art and underground
comics, Norval’s work is a hybrid of fine
art, comic, street art and illustration. “These
paintings are impossible to ignore — I want
the dinosaurs to look like they could walk
right off the canvas into the museum.”

Anna Podris’ work features an aviary
theme based on birds found in nature. “I am
influenced by surrealism, classic literature,
and expressionist painters,” Podris said.
“When I paint, I enter into a dream state —
the hours just fly by.”

Since taking up encaustic, a technique

that involves wax colors fixed with heat,
or any process in which colors are burned
in, Podris has found herself attracted to the
unpredictable qualities of the medium. Ab-
stract passages mix with fine detailed line
work. “I found myself reworking passages
to get the right amount of detail on these
paintings.

The building up of layers of wax, scrap-
ing, incising and fusing are all very medita-
tive activities. There is a sense with these
paintings that you can look though them to
see the layers buried underneath.”

To prepare for the show, the artists spent
hours at the Museum, perusing their selec-
tion of real-life references for the show.

“I filled up one entire sketchbook with
sketches just for this show,” said Norval. “I
had to burn half of the sketches because it
was just too overwhelming - dealing with
that much information.”

Susan Hope, a glass artist describes her
ideas for the show as, “fanciful, eccentric,
radical, resonant” and says that “glass in
its many variations and forms gives joy to
the viewer with or without understanding
of the intentional or implied meaning of
the creator. The movement of light through
the palette of colored glass sends waves of
energy through the viewer and causes an
emotional response that comes from the
depths of one’s being.”

“This is why I play with glass. It is an in-
tentional effort to elicit a response in the one
who is strolling by or who seems to have
no connection to the world of ‘art’. I find
great joy in encouraging, even startling a re-
sponse out of someone... this is what we are
about...energy, emotion, electricity, elation.
If there is anything to pull one out of the
doldrums and complacency of our modern
world it is color. Better yet, it is rainbows of
color in glass with light sparkling, caress-
ing, shooting. .. perhaps blasting through
the pieces, to bring life and radiance to a
very stiff, hard and harsh reality.”

“Flights of fancy is the expression of joy
and abandonment to the abstract flow of
color and light through glass,” adds Hope.
“Every color has a wavelength and the
energy of light through it causes additional
excitement that washes over the weary
and refreshes the weak. Relax, enjoy...be
enlightened”.

Painter Eduardo Lapetina, known for his
colorful abstract paintings with imagina-
tive titles, describes his process, “Perhaps
because of my scientific background and
my lack of formal art training, I have taken
a lot of risks and explored new techniques.
My textural surfaces are built with paint,

many layers of paint, built up one over

the other. I don’t use modeling paste or
other fillers, just paint, straight from the
containers, mixed right on the canvas. It’s

a physical process. I apply paint in various
ways, sometimes unusual ways — pouring,
splashing, dripping, scratching, and so on —
until I get what I am after.”

“An image arrived at through such a
slow, deliberative set of processes appears
as fresh and immediate by maintaining
spontaneity at every turn,” adds Lapetina.
“My work is guided through its material
operations by intuitive processing of my
moods, feelings, and flights of fancy. The
destination is unknown until I finally get
there. The title of each painting, then,
ideally hints at both its physical appear-
ance and the poetic ambiguity of the long
journey that brings it into being.”

Photographer Eric Saunders says,
“Flights of fancy, in relation to my work as
an art photographer, means looking for the
unusual and whimsical in both the natural,
urban, and digital worlds in which I make
photographs. In a sense, every image [
produce is a flight of fancy.”

Flights of Fancy promises to be a visual
fantasy of color and light, an opportunity
to leave the every day world behind and
ponder on a world of possibilities. We hope
you will join us.

“Every year I choose a new word to live
by the following year. This year I chose
open. (giggle) not sure what I was thinking
because everything came flooding in. Expe-
riences to open my thinking, my emotions,
my journey. Doors opened rapidly and in
some cases I became really overwhelmed.
But in the end as I reflect, the word could
not have been more perfect. I became more
open to new ideas and thoughts. I was
offered opportunities to open my heart.
opened my doors to others to step in and
participate. Open...was quite something
indeed. From my heart to yours...”

“I’m mostly interested in the essence
of life rather than replicating what I'm see-
ing, which is why I paint in an abstract way
and I consider my approach more intuitive
than methodical as I am often respond-
ing to the last thing I put on the canvas. At
some point something magical begins to
emerge and I start to see where I need go.
I'layer and glaze and scratch and draw. I
often scribble and scrape my way through
to the layers underneath then glaze over and
continue on when it is dry. My glazing tech-
niques create a luminosity and depth in my
paintings that make you feel like you could
step into them. Ilove the way paint feels so
I often paint with my fingers, sponges and
rags. Finding paint under my fingernails
at a dinner party is not uncommon for me.
My friends don’t seem to mind.”

“I received my first art kit when I was
four years old. I remember pretending I
was a famous artist and I would hang my
creations all over the house, so it was no
surprise to anyone when I was voted most
artistic in my high school yearbook. I
studied studio painting in college and tried
to pursue my passion. However, the idea of
painting for a living was somewhat discour-
aged, and I began to believe these exter-
nally implanted doubts from well-meaning
people in my life. I went to photography
school as a compromise and became a
photographer. That seemed more acceptable
to everyone including me for a while. As
it turned out, that decision morphed into a
very profitable career. I went on to own and
operate a highly successful photography
studio in New England for over a decade,
won many awards and gained clients
throughout the United States. My photog-

raphy career was very rewarding, but there
was always a small fire inside that was not
being fed. So after thirteen years, I retired
my camera for profit and picked up a paint
brush, this time for real. It felt like home.”

“Feeling too old for college life, I sought
out master teachers who excelled in their
field to relearn the tools of my true pas-
sion. Soon, I was accepted into numerous
juried exhibitions and offered solo shows.
My experience as a photographer offers me
the skills I need to see light and composition
and I enjoy a powerful palette filled with
layers and lots of color. I am now enjoying
continued success and acceptance by a new
clientele as well as the fine art community.
I continue to study with some of the best
artists in the world as I feel we can never
stop growing. It is a journey that will last a
lifetime.”

“I am the luckiest person in the world to
be able to paint every day. Don’t let anyone
steal your dream.”

“As each canvas comes alive with color,
I crank up the music, layer paint with scraps
and medium, then varnish, then paint, then
varnish. Up to 10 layers of my own secret
glazing formula gives me the depth and
translucency I’m looking for. Each wash of
varnish becomes a windowpane so the light
can come inside the heart of the painting.
The whole process is a meditative, jazzy
madness with controlled surprises and big
body movement and lots of out loud conver-
sation between the paintings and me.”

“Like when you lose the time driving
home from the grocery store — suddenly you
are at your destination and you’re not quite
sure how you got there. I love that place
where I am in a deep sense of connection to
that source of our very essence.”

“That is where the magic is.”

View of the Mario Botta exhibition

Bechtler Museum of Modern Art, Levine
Center for the Arts, 420 South Tryon St.,
Charlotte. Through July 25 - "Mario Botta:
Architecture and Memory". Botta is among

the most noted architects on an international
scale. His reputation and status have long been
established throughout the rest of the world by
the great number and wide variety of commis-
sions the 70-year-old architect has received

in the last 50 years throughout Europe and
most recently Asia. He is considered one of the
world’s foremost architects of churches and
museums. Botta’s body of work ranges from
private residences in the Swiss Alps to urban
projects in Europe and Asia. The Bechtler
Museum of Modern Art is the only US venue for
this engaging exhibition that highlights the de-
signs for some of Botta’s significant museums,
libraries, theaters and religious spaces. Over
the last decades, Botta has focused on creating
major public buildings worldwide. The exhibition
features sketches, original wood models and
photographs for 30 of these projects. Ongo-
ing - The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art is
named after the family of Andreas Bechtler, a
Charlotte resident and native of Switzerland
who assembled and inherited a collection of
more than 1,400 artworks created by major
figures of 20th-century modernism and donated
it to the public trust. The Bechtler collection
comprises artworks by seminal figures such as
Alberto Giacometti, Joan Miro, Jean Tinguely,
Max Ernst, Andy Warhol, Alexander Calder, Le
Corbusier, Sol LeWitt, Edgar Degas, Nicolas
de Stael, Barbara Hepworth and Picasso. Only
a handful of the artworks in the Bechtler col-
lection have been on public view in the United
States.
