     The North Carolina Museum of Art in 
Raleigh, NC, is presenting Grace Harti-
gan: The Gift of Attention, on view in the 
East Building, Level B, Joyce W. Pope 
Gallery, through Aug. 10, 2025.  
      This is the largest exhibition of Harti-
gan’s work in over two decades, bringing 
together more than 40 paintings and works 
on paper, many of which have not been 
seen publicly in years.
      Drawn from prestigious public 
and private collections - including the 
Museum of Modern Art, the Whitney 
Museum of American Art, and the Levett 
Collection - the exhibition explores the 
dynamic exchange between Hartigan’s 
groundbreaking mid-20th-century work 
and the bold New York poets who inspired 
her, such as Daisy Aldan, Barbara Guest, 
James Merrill, Frank O’Hara, and James 
Schuyler. Uniting works created between 
1952 and 1968, it offers a unique oppor-
tunity to experience Hartigan’s evolution 
during a pivotal moment in her career, 
when she deftly navigated between ab-
straction and figuration.
     Exhibition curator Jared Ledesma, 
curator of 20th-century art and contem-
porary art, states, “This exhibition not 
only celebrates one of the era’s major yet 
widely unacknowledged artists but also 
honors the unique connections she formed 
with literary figures, revealing the roles 
they played in her early success.” 
     With their bold lyricism and critical 
support, the poets motivated Hartigan at a 
crucial point when her career was on the 
rise. Hartigan later recalled that the rebel-
lious spirit of these poets, many of whom 
were queer, fueled an independent vision 
that defied artistic convention. Hartigan 
and her coterie of poets gave each other 
the gift of attention, ultimately leading her 
to create a transformative body of work.
     The exhibition will be accompanied 
by a 128-page catalogue featuring fresh 
scholarship alongside full-color illustra-
tions and archival images. Following its 
debut in Raleigh, the exhibition will travel 
to the Portland Museum of Art, Maine, 
and the Sheldon Museum of Art, Univer-
sity of Nebraska, Lincoln. 
     This exhibition was organized by the 
North Carolina Museum of Art. Additional

     The Hillsborough Arts Council in 
Hillsborough, NC, is presenting Sound-
scape, featuring works by Jason Mullinax 
of Music Discovery Lab and CJ Monét, 
on view in the HAC Gallery, through June 
22, 2025. 
     A percussionist, music producer, vid-
eographer, instrument builder, and educa-
tor with nearly 40 years of performance 
experience, Jason Mullinax is a lifelong 
explorer of sound. He creates electroa-
coustic instruments from reclaimed 
materials, transforming found objects into 
dynamic, textural sound sources called 
Springzingers. These handcrafted instru-
ments transform reclaimed objects - old 
cigar boxes, springs, resonant metal, and 
other found materials - into sound sources 
played rhythmically or texturally using 
bows, sticks, and other sound exciters.
     Mullinax has composed soundtracks 
for documentary films, produced original 
music, and performed extensively across 
the Southeast and Mid-Atlantic. Now 
residing in Carrboro, NC, he continues 
to craft unique instruments, teach work-
shops, and experiment with the sonic pos-
sibilities hidden in everyday objects.
     His work is driven by the belief that 
music is everywhere, waiting to be uncov-
ered in the overlooked and the forgotten.​
     Mullinax encourages you to make your 
own music with the Springzingers on 

display in the HAC Gallery!
     CJ Monét is a visual artist and musi-
cian based in Durham, NC, whose work 
lives at the intersection of sound, story-
telling, and portraiture. Specializing in 
detailed portraits of musicians created 
entirely from the lyrics of their own songs, 
Monét transforms music into visual form 
- capturing not only the likeness of the 
artist, but the emotional and lyrical world 
they’ve crafted. A picture is worth a thou-
sand words, but what if that picture could 
actually be a thousand words or more?​​
     Monét’s background is not in studio 
art, but in art theory, art history, and 
neuroscience. She learned a lot about how 
art and music are perceived by people, 
both socially and biologically. “My art

is the madness to the method; my love 
for method is the routine to the madness 
found in the art I create.”
      As a musician, Monét brings a deep 
sensitivity to the rhythm, tone, and imag-
ery found in song lyrics. Each portrait is a 
tribute to the artist’s own words—woven 
into the contours of their face, the texture 
of their hair, the weight of their presence. 
The result is a visual reflection of the 
music itself: an image made literally out 
of the words that define it.
     By creating these lyric-based portraits, 
Monét seeks to honor the power of music 
to paint vivid pictures in the mind - and, 
in turn, offer viewers a chance to see the 
stories behind the sound.

     Reinhold’s approach to painting is 
very loose and organic.  The spark might 
be something very small and elemental, a 
particular color combination, a feeling of 
distance, more contrast, perhaps a goal.  
Beyond that, she often doesn’t know 
where she’s going when she begins. She 
seeks through painting.  It takes a leap of 
faith. If a painting really develops from 
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
